VOLUNTEER RULES


Thank you for volunteering your time and efforts during the Woody Guthrie Folk Festival.  Since everyone involved in the festival is a volunteer, we literally could not present our five-day event without help from people like you!  In an effort to make sure everyone is informed about his/her responsibilities and the rules that we ask you to follow, please review the information below:

1. When you arrive in Okemah, please check in with your group’s coordinator as soon as possible.  Before the festival, these group leaders will give you contact information so that you will be able to locate them.  Please let them know that you have arrived!

2. Please be at your designated work site at the time you’re expected.  Those workers who collect their festival t-shirts and disappear when the work starts will not be asked to help again!  

3. You will be given a “Volunteer” pass.  This is not an All-Access pass, and will not allow the wearer backstage access.  We do our best to keep the traffic going through the gates to the backstage area at a minimum, and we appreciate your understanding of this restriction. 

4. Since you will be a representative of the festival anytime that you’re wearing a “Volunteer” pass or working on site, we ask that you maintain a professional and helpful attitude.  Our performers have come to expect that we will respect their privacy and meet their need to get away from fans at times.  Please help us in our efforts by respecting this need, especially if you are wearing a pass that we have provided for you.  

5. Passes can be revoked at any time.  If the group leaders or security staff observes behavior that violates any of the festival or volunteer rules, they have the authority to request the volunteer return the pass immediately.  

6. First-year volunteers will be given entry-level jobs.  As you return to volunteer each year, you may elect to take on more responsibility as the group leader deems necessary; however, the newbies each year will be expected to fill the lower positions.
